Dear Friends,
When I look back on 2021, I believe it was an important turning point for our health system and 

community. It began almost indistinguishably from 2020—COVID-19 still loomed large, and fear 

and uncertainty lingered as new variants of the virus cropped up. Yet, as months passed, the 

mood began to shift. Though still concerned about the virus, Samaritan’s Caregivers began to 

overcome it with ingenuity, persistence, and compassion. While 2020 might have been the Year 

of the Pandemic, 2021 was the Year of the Caregiver.

COVID-19 vaccines became widely available in 2021, and Samaritan was at the forefront of 

providing local access and education. We hosted several in-house vaccine clinics for staff and 

community members, and we devoted our resources and manpower to a state-sponsored 

clinic at Jefferson Community College. Samaritan Caregivers were there for community 

members who had questions about the vaccine, opening the phone lines and addressing 

patient concerns during “Talk with a Doc” events throughout the year.

Samaritan also ramped up COVID-19 testing initiatives in 2021. Our caregivers operated a free, 

state-sponsored testing site for the first half of the year until the Department of Health ended 

the program in August. While advocating for the state to reopen the free site, we continued to 

offer testing, even to asymptomatic individuals, until successfully regaining the state’s support 

in December. Our testing site performed 49,138 tests in 2021, of which 5,002 were provided free of 

charge during state-sponsored months.

What truly turned the tide of pandemic response in 2021 were the strategies we deployed to 

treat and heal patients with COVID-19. Our Home Health Agency helped us launch an at-home 

monitoring program for patients with less-severe COVID-19, which saw successful results. Our 

Infusion Unit began offering monoclonal antibody treatments, providing much-needed therapy 

to COVID-positive community members. A total of 806 doses were administered during the 

year and only 4 percent of cases required subsequent hospitalization, meaning hundreds of 

potential hospitalizations were prevented.

These accomplishments alone made 2021 a standout year for Samaritan. Yet, they are 

just a few examples among many milestones our caregivers reached last year. Many more 

achievements were celebrated, especially related to specialty clinics and services. Here are a 

few:

•	 Samaritan Orthopedics opened in January 2021 and soon after welcomed three new 

orthopedic surgeons—Dr. David Newman, Dr. Maurice Tom-Pack, Dr. Brian Zafonte—and 

a new physician assistant, Lisa Schott. Samaritan Orthopedics also invested in the Mako 

SmartRobotics™ System to offer robotic-assisted total knee, partial knee, and total hip 

replacements.

•	 Samaritan opened a new imaging facility in June 2021 after purchasing assets from 

Northern Radiology Imaging. This comprehensive, community-based location offers MRI, 

PET, and CT scans, ultrasound, X-ray, mammography, stereotactic breast biopsies, and 

more.

•	 Samaritan affiliated with Roswell Park Comprehensive Cancer Center in October 

2021, linking the Walker Center for Cancer Care medical oncology services with the 

Roswell Park Care Network. This gives local patients access to leading cancer research, 

education, prevention services, and enhanced capabilities and resources.

What was the common thread throughout all of our 2021 accomplishments? A team of 

caregivers with a common goal—to provide the best care possible for you and your family. So, 

as you read this report and reflect on the past year, I hope you’ll join me in remembering 2021 

as the Year of the Caregiver.

North Country Health Compass Partners, 
honors one person each in Jefferson, Lewis 
and St. Lawrence counties who goes above 
and beyond expectations to improve health 
and wellness in their community. The award 
corresponds with National Rural Health 
Day, the third Thursday in November.

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Facing the Challenges of COVID-19

Expansion of Vaccination Clinics

In 2021, Samaritan joined the New York State Health Department and Jefferson County 
to ensure as many people as possible had access to COVID-19 vaccines. 

Following the approval of COVID-19 vaccines in late 2020, the first doses given by 
Samaritan were to its clinical staff. These in-house vaccination efforts continued into 
early 2021, when Samaritan expanded access to other staff, local emergency services 
personnel and other eligible individuals, administering more than 6,000 doses. 

Later, as more of the general population became vaccine eligible, Samaritan provided 
personnel and resources to operate several New York State-sponsored vaccination 
clinics at Jefferson Community College. More than 16,000 doses were administered at 
these clinics. 

To help address concerns about receiving the COVID-19 vaccine, Samaritan expanded 
its community outreach efforts. Several “Talk with a Doc” events were organized to 
provide North Country residents an opportunity to ask local specialists their questions 
about vaccine safety.

Tribute to a Community Leader

Samaritan Medical Center would like to thank Scott A. Gray, former chairman of the Jefferson County Board of Legislators, for 
his leadership throughout the COVID-19 pandemic. Mr. Gray stepped down from his position at the end of 2021 after three two-
year terms as chairman. He implemented public health strategies, helped coordinate Jefferson County’s testing and vaccination 
resources, and served as a spokesman and advocate for our local healthcare facilities. He quickly became a partner to Samaritan 
and coordinated conversations with the state, Jefferson County Public Health Service, Fort Drum, and several other local agencies 
during the pandemic.  Mr. Gray also worked to keep our local economy alive during many months of obstacles ushered in by the 
pandemic. Above all, he kept the health and safety of Jefferson County residents a priority in difficult times. For that, we are thankful.

The COVID-19 pandemic kept everyone at Samaritan “on their toes” in 2021. Some months, it seemed that recovery 

and normalcy were just around the corner, only for new variants to arrive and local positivity rates to surge once 

again. Throughout these ups and downs, Samaritan remained at the forefront of pandemic response, providing 

our community critical services and resources.

Specialized Treatment to Prevent Hospitalization 

In 2021, Samaritan cared for 550 hospitalized COVID-19 patients. To help accommodate 
this surge, the hospital increased its telemetry monitoring capacity, adding eight 
additional vital sign monitors. It also explored opportunities to prevent hospitalization, 
when possible.

One successful intervention was monoclonal antibody therapy, which Samaritan began 
offering soon after the U.S. Food and Drug Administration authorized it. Treatments 
were offered to COVID-positive patients with mild to moderate symptoms who were at 
risk of developing more severe symptoms that could require hospitalization. 

Samaritan’s Infusion Unit administered 806 doses of monoclonal antibodies in 2021, 
and most who received infusions reported feeling significantly better after a brief period. 
Moreover, this therapy was effective at preventing progression to severe disease and 
hospitalization. Only 4 percent of patients receiving monoclonal antibodies at Samaritan 
required later hospitalization, meaning hundreds of potential hospitalizations were 
prevented.

Each dose took a minimum of 3.5 hours to administer. At least 2,821 hours of staff time, 
or nearly 118 full days, were devoted to providing this vital new treatment. Notably, 67 
doses of monoclonal antibodies were given to COVID-positive residents of Samaritan 
Keep Home, helping them recover from the virus and avoid hospitalization.  

Helping Patients Recover at Home

In 2021, Samaritan piloted a program that helps patients with less severe cases of 
COVID-19 safely recover in their homes with the assistance of remote monitoring and 
follow-up care. 

The program began as a partnership between Samaritan’s Home Health Agency and 
Emergency Department (ED) staff. Each COVID-19 patient seeking treatment in the ED 
was thoroughly assessed to determine if he or she could be safely monitored at home or 
if hospitalization would be required. 

Patients eligible to recover at home were discharged with medical-grade pulse oximeters 
to monitor their oxygen saturation levels and ensure they remained within a safe range. 
They were also given follow-up appointments within 48 hours from discharge, check-in 
visits from a team of dedicated nurses and therapists, and an emergency phone number 
to call if their symptoms worsened. 

Most of these patients stayed home, recovering safely in a more comfortable and 
familiar setting. The program significantly helped reduce the hospitalization rate of 
COVID-19 patients and allowed Samaritan Medical Center to maintain enough bed 
capacity for more severe cases.

Continuing COVID-19 Services from 2020

When COVID-19 hit the North Country in 2020, Samaritan quickly emerged as a 
regional leader in pandemic response. It quickly established critical resources and vital 
services during the initial phases of the pandemic, many of which continued into 2021.  

Samaritan established the area’s first COVID-19 Resource Line, a call center staffed by 
medical personnel to help people get tested quickly and answer their questions about the 
virus. That service continued throughout 2021, receiving 9,000 calls in the year to bring 
its total to 19,000 calls since it was established. 

Samaritan also opened the first drive-up testing site in the region in 2020. That July, 
New York State began sponsoring free testing at our drive-up location, a service that 
operated continuously throughout the year. In summer 2021, the state ended the free, 
state-sponsored testing program, but Samaritan continued its surgical and symptomatic 
testing. For the 2021 year, a total of 49,138 tests were performed at the drive-up site.

Award Recognition

In 2021, Samaritan was honored for its exemplary efforts in dealing with the COVID-19 
pandemic. It received the QUEST Hero Award from Premier Inc., a healthcare 
improvement company and alliance of approximately 4,400 U.S. hospitals and health 
systems and more than 225,000 other providers and organizations.

Hospitals affiliated with QUEST monitor and measure performances to ensure the 
delivery of high-quality, cost-effective care. Premier Inc. honored QUEST members for 
their distinguished service in keeping patients first amid the 2020-21 COVID-19 public 
health emergency.

Our team of caregivers has an unwavering commitment to our patients and residents. 
That includes everyone, from Accounting to X-Ray and all roles in between. Each 
employee has a special skill set and contributes to our quality care.

In the summer of 2021, Samaritan’s Senior Leadership restarted the tradition of 
shadowing employees quarterly, a process that had been on hold due to COVID-19. 
This practice, as well as rounding, provided a richer understanding of experiences 
and challenges staff face on a day-to-day basis. We see it on paper, but living it is 
another thing. This eye-opening experience allowed staff the opportunity to display 
what was working, what was not, and why. Many offered meaningful suggestions for 
improvement, and in some cases, we were able to provide timely resolution.

Despite supply-chain issues and staffing shortages caused by the COVID-19 pandemic, 
Samaritan persevered and made necessary changes for the health and safety of 
caregivers.

Most notably, an $8 million investment was made in recruitment and retention, and 
an Employee Retention and Resolution Specialist was hired to help steward this 
investment.

Market-based salary adjustments were completed to ensure RNs, clinic LPNs and 
long-tenured employees were receiving fair wages in a rapidly changing staffing 
climate. Bedside nurses throughout the Samaritan network received a 14% pay 
increase.

Being a caregiver is more than taking vitals and managing medication. It involves balancing nutrition, ensuring safety, maintaining 
cleanliness, providing a shoulder to cry on, explaining the details, listening to dreams, planning for the future, and more. 

That’s why, in 2021, our goal was to recognize all Samaritan employees as caregivers.

Our system-wide minimum wage was raised to $15 per hour, which affected 1,200 staff 
members. All in all, nearly 1,900 employees received raises based on job performance 
and time in service.

We saw our float pool staff bolstered, and additional visual observation employees, 
nursing assistants, RNs, unit clerks and traveling nurses were hired.

Long Term Care facilities were in dire need of LPNs in 2021 and because of this, 
Samaritan launched an LPN Hot Job Program, which covers up to $10,000 of the 
BOCES LPN program cost. We have wonderful caregivers who truly put their hearts 
into serving our Long Term Care residents, and we are proud to invest in their future at 
Samaritan.

Another major initiative of Senior Leadership was to create a culture of gratitude. 
This concept was presented at the June 2021 Leadership Retreat, the first held since 
the COVID-19 outbreak. To show gratitude for all caregivers, Samaritan leadership 
increased face-to-face interactions and provided fun, meaningful engagement 
opportunities such as celebrations, resumed Thanksgiving turkey distribution, 
Samaritan Experience Week, ice cream day, food truck events and snack distribution.  

Investing in our caregivers thoughtfully and methodically in 2021 is one of our greatest 
successes. All of our accomplishments link back to our exceptional team, and for this, 
we are grateful.

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2021 by the Numbers 
Year of  Financial Recovery 

An aggressive financial recovery plan established by Samaritan leadership in late 2020, 
coupled with grant funds and an accounting protocol change, enabled the healthcare 
system to finish 2021 with a $5.57 million profit. Samaritan’s path to financial recovery 
focused on several factors, including increasing revenue, reducing non-staffing 
expenses, and restoring pre-COVID-19 patient and resident volumes. Although not all 
of this was achieved in 2021, there were many bright spots throughout the year that 
positioned Samaritan for continued financial success in 2022.

Occupancy at Samaritan’s two long term care facilities and enrollment in its Home 
Health Agency remained below pre-pandemic numbers in 2021. Fortunately, $8.2 
million in funding from the Federal Emergency Management Agency and the CARES 
Act helped Samaritan get back on track from some of those losses, recouping a deficit 
of $5.5 million incurred in operating Samaritan Summit Village and Samaritan Keep 
Home. These two facilities were especially hard hit as a result of the pandemic and 
staffing shortages, causing both to have lower-than-normal occupancy rates.

Our specialty practices also were affected by the COVID-19 pandemic due to decreased 
patient volume. Fortunately, 2021 provided a reprieve—the receipt of federal funding 
and the ability to increase patient visits late in the year brought forth financial 
optimism.

As recovery began, Samaritan leadership recognized the need to make a significant 
investment in staff wages, which continue to be market-driven. The national labor 
market had grown increasingly competitive, and recruitment and retention of 
employees became a top priority for the healthcare system. Since the end of 2020, 
Samaritan had seen a 50 percent increase in open positions — a reflection of the 
unexpected burdens placed on healthcare industry staff nationwide. In response, 
leadership decided to move forward with an $8 million boost to staff wages, the single 
largest investment in more than a decade. This major commitment increased the 
minimum wage for all entry-level staff from approximately $12 an hour to $15 an hour 
and gave higher-level employees pay increases based on a market wage analysis. 

The investment was critical to enhance Samaritan’s ability to recruit talented 
employees from throughout the region and beyond, and at the same time, recognize the 
tremendous resilience and dedication of current employees going above and beyond to 
provide vital healthcare services to the community.

Approximately 1,200 existing Samaritan employees received higher pay as minimum 
wage increased and senior employees also received increased compensation. 
Employees working evening and night shifts also received additional differential pay. 

Samaritan’s registered nurses (RN) were impacted positively by market changes as 
we neared 2022. Because of the labor market and sheer demand for nurses, a 14% 
wage increase for all Samaritan unionized RNs was warranted and needed. In an 
effort to increase the pool of highly qualified candidates and retain current caregivers, 
Samaritan combined this significant pay increase with comprehensive benefit 
packages and sign-on bonuses. An additional goal was to reduce the need for traveling 
nurses as costs associated with this labor rose dramatically in 2021 due to the pandemic 
and national labor shortage.

Lastly, an update in the accounting practice for reconciling insurance payments also 
positively affected the audited financials for the year. The updated and industry-
standard practice focused on actively reconciling these accounts, resulting in a $6 
million increase in assets. This played a vital role in helping Samaritan achieve a 
higher-than-expected year-end profit, and the updated accounting practice established 
a more effective method for future insurance payment reconciliations. 

The success of Samaritan’s financial recovery plan in 2021 was crucial to ensure the 
healthcare system could cover large-scale staff wage increases in 2022 while meeting 
anticipated rises in supply expenses and the costs of hiring additional traveling nurses. 
The positive financial outcome of a $5.57 million profit puts Samaritan in a solid 
position for the coming year, with the goal to reach higher volumes to fund investments 
in team, equipment and facility needs.

Samaritan was proud to partner with Costello Eye Physicians & Surgeons in 2021, 
bringing expanded ophthalmology services to local patients. Three of Costello’s 

physicians joined our medical staff, increasing the number of eye surgeries performed 
as we work with the group to recruit a full-time ophthalmologist to Watertown, which will 

happen in 2022. 

Samaritan’s new center has streamlined patient access and 
continuity of care for diagnostic imaging services, allowing local 
patients to access advanced imaging technology without entering 
the hospital.

Samaritan offers imaging services, including MRI, CT scan, 
ultrasound, X-ray, and more at its medical center, plus X-ray and 
ultrasound services at various community-based sites. These sites 
provide access to walk-in and appointment-based imaging and lab 
services. All locations are listed on the back of this report.

Dr. Brian Zafonte, a fellowship-
trained hand surgeon, joined 
the team as Medical Director 
in January 2022.

We See Your Care Clearly

Samaritan has always taken pride in its high-caliber and accessible suite of Imaging 
Services, and 2021 gave us even more to be proud of. In June 2021, we cut the ribbon 
on a new community-based imaging facility inside the Samaritan Health & Wellness 
Plaza at 1575 Washington St. in Watertown. This office, called the Plaza Imaging & Lab 
Center, provides comprehensive imaging services, complete with MRI, PET, and CT 
scans, ultrasound, X-ray, mammography, stereotactic breast biopsies, and more. The new 
center opening was the culmination of an agreement between Samaritan and the former 
Northern Radiology Imaging, which closed after selling all of its assets to Samaritan in 
spring 2021. This was a strategic decision for growth.

Samaritan Orthopedics

At the start of 2021, we were proud to introduce our latest specialty practice, 
Samaritan Orthopedics, in the Washington Summit complex at 22567 Summit Drive, 
Building II, in Watertown. This was a strategic expansion in our specialty services, 
made in response to a community need for more orthopedic care.

Early on, orthopedic surgeons Scott Mollison, MD, and David Newman, MD, shared 
their expertise with the local community. Eventually, we grew to three orthopedic 
surgeons and one physician assistant with the additions of Maurice Tom-Pack, MD, 
and Lisa Schott, PA-C.

Partnership brings 
new hope to patients

As treatments and research evolve, our 

care for cancer patients must also change. 

Throughout the years, Samaritan’s cancer 

services have modernized and will continue 

to do so as new technology and treatments 

are made available, new physicians are 

recruited, and seasoned physicians retire.

When the Walker Center for Cancer Care was constructed in 2018, it brought together 
medical and radiation oncology services in a new, state-of-the-art facility. This offering 
was a significant shift for the community, affording patients timely cancer care options, 
right here in the North Country. 

In 2019, when administrators from the renowned Roswell Park Comprehensive Cancer 
Center in Buffalo reached out to Samaritan, a new relationship was cultivated. Roswell 
could see our potential, and Samaritan knew a partnership would be a natural progression 
for our rural-based cancer care center. In October 2021, Samaritan officially affiliated 
with Roswell Park Comprehensive Cancer Center, linking medical oncology services 
provided at the Walker Center for Cancer Care with the Roswell Park Care Network.

Samaritan’s existing medical oncologists, Florence P. Arnold, MD, and Ihsan U. Haq, MD, 
became Roswell Park Care Network employees but continue to provide care at the Walker 
Center location. Patients now have access to enhanced capabilities and resources offered 
by the Roswell Park Care Network, the most expansive community cancer, supportive and 
specialized care affiliation across New York State. 

The level of engagement from the Roswell team, their wisdom shared, and the benefits 
to our patients from coordinated care have surpassed all expectations. We look forward 
to new developments and patient care integration as we move forward with Roswell and 
continue to work toward accreditation. 

Radiation oncology continues to be an essential service at the Walker Center, although 
not directly affiliated with the Roswell Park Care Network. In 2021, Dr. Justin Budnik 
and his team completed 7,073 patient appointments — a major increase over 2019 and 
2020 visits, by 13% and 24% respectively. New patient quality services, such as SpaceOAR 
therapy for prostate cancer patients, were added. Patient volumes continue to increase 
in 2022, hence the plans to reopen a back-up linear accelerator machine that will provide 
more availability for patients needing radiation oncology care.

2021 proved another challenging 

year for Samaritan Long Term Care, 

with COVID-19 continuing to impact 

our two nursing homes’ operations, 

admissions, staffing, and financial 

performance. Despite all the 

challenges, our Long Term Care 

team continues to progress, invest 

in quality and safety initiatives 

for residents and staff, improve 

staffing efforts, and welcome new 

leadership to the team. 

Our facilities underwent multiple New 

York State Department of Health surveys, 

including their annual and multiple 

infection control surveys due to COVID-19 

outbreaks. There were no major findings, 

and staff members were complimented 

on how well we operated, especially 

concerning our COVID response and 

protocols. This speaks volumes about the 

dedicated team and infection prevention 

protocols in place.

PointClickCare was a new electronic 

health record system implemented in 

Long Term Care in 2021. PointClickCare, 

a significant and much-needed upgrade 

for our system, required more than 1,000 

staff hours for information transfer. Our 

Information Technology and Long Term 

Care teams did an amazing job making this 

transition smooth and productive. Not only 

does this new system improve resident 

care coordination, it also helps track  

quality issues, educates staff on relevant 

topics of resident care, integrates billing 

functionality and more. 

Staffing has been a critical issue in Long 

Term Care. Admitting new residents to 

the Keep Home and Summit Village is 

difficult if there are not enough caregivers 

to provide services. Samaritan continues 

to grow its pipeline for Certified Nursing 

Assistants, a role that is vital to resident 

care. We are proud to report the Nursing 

Assistant Training Program graduated 

161 students in 2021, and our Human 

Resources team actively recruited for 

Licensed Practical Nurses (LPN) with 

larger sign-on bonuses to help fill these 

needed roles. Throughout the staffing 

challenge, the entire team worked together 

and filled roles as needed to ensure 

residents received the care and attention 

they deserve. 

Physician leadership is important in 

Long Term Care, and we have been 

fortunate to have several physicians highly 

involved in the quality medical care of 

residents. In 2021, Dr. Collins F. Kellogg, 

medical director at Samaritan Keep 

Home and Samaritan Summit Village, 

was credentialed as a Certified Medical 

Director in Post-Acute and Long Term 

Care Medicine. This certification comes 

from the American Board of Post Acute

 and Long Term Care Medicine (ABPLM). 

According to the ABPLM, Dr. Kellogg 

is one of more than 4,000 physicians 

nationwide who have received this 

designation since the program’s inception 

in 1991.

Long Term Care administration is 

a dynamic of upholding policy and 

regulations and connecting with residents 

and their families. In early January 2022, 

Barbara Morrow retired as Samaritan’s 

Vice President for Long Term Care (read 

more on page 29) and we welcomed Patrick 

Calli in February 2022.

Home Health
Samaritan Home Health enjoyed another consecutive 

year of growth in 2021, reaching more patients and 

harnessing new technology to improve quality and 

accessibility of care.

Our Home Health providers performed 18,281 visits 

in 2021, up from 15,763 visits in 2020 and 13,400 visits 

in 2019. That’s a 36% increase in just two years! Daily 

census of patients also grew in 2021, and Home Health 

set a new daily census record, reaching over 200 

patients in a single day.

Home monitoring services were enhanced in 2021, as 

the Home Health team began using pulse oximeters 

to provide remote care to patients with COVID-19 and 

congestive heart failure. These devices, which monitor 

oxygen saturation levels, are given to patients after 

they are discharged from the Emergency Department 

with either of these diagnoses. Patients are monitored 

in the comfort of their home, obviating the need for 

hospital admission. They also have access to a robust 

Home Health team of nurses and therapists. This 

program has been highly successful so far, treating 158 

COVID-positive patients—with only four readmitted 

to the hospital—and four congestive heart failure 

patients, of whom none were readmitted.

To cap off these achievements, Samaritan Home Health 

received a 5-star patient satisfaction survey rating in 

2021. This is the highest rating possible.

The Samaritan Medical Center Foundation received $5,000 from Excellus 
BlueCross BlueShield’s 2021 Community Health Award to expand the 
hospital’s home health monitoring program.

Funds were used to purchase up to 40 medical-grade pulse oximeters 
— small devices that measure patients’ oxygen saturation levels. These 
instruments are issued to outpatients whose oxygenation-related 
symptoms are not severe enough to require hospitalization so that their 
conditions can be monitored at home.

In addition to being sent home with a pulse oximeter, a patient is issued 
instructions on device usage and a phone number to call should their 
oxygen saturation levels drop. A care team assigned to each patient 
provides ongoing follow-up care, including regular home and/or 
telemedicine visits during the patient’s treatment and recovery periods.

This Excellus BCBS Community Health Award significantly expands 
Samaritan’s ability to provide timely, expert medical care that enables 
patients to recover in the comfort of their homes and avoid costly 
hospitalization. This helps ensure hospital beds and resources are 
available to severely ill patients, easing pressure on hospital bed capacity.

Improving access to quality, affordable healthcare services for our 
community is a continued goal of both Samaritan Medical Center and 
Excellus BlueCross BlueShield in their mutual mission to strengthen the 
region’s overall healthcare system.

Joint Commission Survey

Samaritan Medical Center has earned The Joint Commission’s Gold Seal 
of Approval® for the Comprehensive Accreditation Manual for Hospitals 
by demonstrating continuous compliance with its patient safety standards. 
The Gold Seal is a symbol of quality that reflects a healthcare organization’s 
commitment to providing safe and quality patient care.

Samaritan Medical Center and its clinics underwent a rigorous, unannounced 
on-site review from June 15 through June 18, 2021. During the visit, the team of 
Joint Commission surveyors evaluated compliance with all 18 chapters of the 
Comprehensive Accreditation Manual for Hospitals. These include multiple 
standards and elements of performance. Some of these chapters include 
emergency management, information management, infection prevention and 
control, provision of care, treatment and services, medication management, life 
safety, and environment of care.

Additionally, our organization met all standards related to sterile medication 
compounding, high-level disinfection, and dialysis care, which were high-focus 
areas for The Joint Commission.

The Joint Commission’s standards are developed in consultation with 
healthcare experts and providers, measurement experts and patients. They 
are informed by scientific literature and expert consensus to help healthcare 
organizations measure, assess, and improve performance. The surveyors also 
conducted on-site observations and interviews.

An independent, nonprofit organization, The 
Joint Commission is the nation’s oldest and 
largest standards-setting and accrediting 
body in health care. For more information,

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•	 Samaritan Medical Center achieved a perfect score (100 out of a possible 100 
points) on the 2021 quality goals established by Excellus Health Plan’s Hospital 
Incentive Program (HPIP).

•	 Samaritan Medical Center continued as a Blue Distinction Center+ for Knee and 
Hip Replacement by Excellus BlueCross BlueShield, as part of its Blue Distinction 
Specialty Care program. Blue Distinction Knee and Hip Centers demonstrate 
expertise in total knee and total hip replacement surgeries, resulting in fewer 
patient complications and hospital readmissions. Additionally, hospitals designated 
as Blue Distinction Centers+ are on average 20% more cost-efficient in an episode 
of care compared to other hospitals.

•	 The Immunization Action Coalition (IAC) recognized the Car-Freshner Center for 
Women and Children at Samaritan for its noteworthy dedication to patient safety 
by adhering to established policy to administer the first dose of hepatitis B vaccine 
to newborns prior to hospital discharge. Samaritan Medical Center is on the IAC 
Hepatitis B Birth Dose “Honor Roll.”

•	 Samaritan Medical Center was proud to continue a five-year streak as one of 
Excellus BlueCross BlueShield’s Blue Distinction® Centers+ for Maternity Care. 

Quality and Safety
On our journey to become a highly reliable organization with zero patient harm, our quality improvement team, care providers and 
leadership are continuously making enhancements for our patients and residents. In 2021, Samaritan continued to lead through a 

pandemic while still celebrating many quality improvement accomplishments.

2021 Quality Improvement Highlights:

Four-Star Rating 
Awarded by CMS

Samaritan Medical Center achieved a four-star rating from the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) in their Overall Hospital Quality Star 
Ratings. Despite the unprecedented challenges brought on by the COVID-19 pandemic, the hospital outperformed its previous year’s rating of three out 
of five stars, which represents the national average. Out of the 4,586 hospitals compared nationwide, fewer than 25% received a four- or five-star rating. 
Notably, in New York State, only 11% of hospitals received a four- or five-star rating.

The Overall Hospital Quality Star Rating encompasses more than 50 inpatient and outpatient measures across five areas of quality into a single star 
rating (between one and five) for each hospital. The five areas include mortality, safety of care, readmission, patient experience, and timely and effective 
care. The rating corresponds with data submitted to CMS by Samaritan in October 2020.
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For more than 30 years, the 10th Mountain Division 
military families at Fort Drum have been served by 

Samaritan Medical Center. The military post is the only 
active-duty Army division installation without a hospital 
on site. Although many outpatient services are available 
on and off the military installation, Samaritan has been the 
major provider of inpatient and specialty care for soldiers 
and their families.

An estimated 30,000 active-duty soldiers, retirees, civilian 
employees, and family members receive care through 
this unique healthcare delivery model. During 2021, Fort 
Drum soldiers and their family members accounted for a 
significant percentage of patients at Samaritan Medical 
Center. 

The largest share was reflected in the number of babies 
born to military families at Samaritan, a total of 725. This 
number represented nearly 48 percent of births at the 
hospital in 2021. Samaritan also is a partner in the Fort 
Drum New Parent Support Program offered by the Soldier 
and Family Readiness Division, which provides parenting 
skills education for military families with newborns and 
young children. 

Fort Drum soldiers and their family members also 
represented 36.5% of Neonatal Intensive Care Unit 
(NICU) discharges in 2021, as well as 32.5% of Pediatric 
Unit discharges, 28.8% of discharges from the Inpatient 
Mental Health Unit and 22.5% of Emergency Department 
visits. 

Pandemic Response

As the challenges of COVID-19 lingered in 2021, 
Samaritan leadership continued to work closely with 
military officials in meeting the vital healthcare needs of 
the Fort Drum community.

Maj. Gen. Milford H. Beagle Jr., a familiar face to 
Samaritan leaders,  returned to the North Country in 
July as the senior commander of Fort Drum and the 
10th Mountain Division. He quickly reestablished a 
partnership with Samaritan officials, who recognized 
his remarkable commitment to the region and his 
engagement and collaboration with the community. 
Col. Matthew Mapes, Fort Drum U.S. Army Medical 
Department Activity (MEDDAC) Commander, also was 
welcomed by Samaritan. 

Throughout the year, Samaritan intensified its 
coordination with military leadership, and Fort Drum 
officials facilitated frequent meetings with Samaritan 
and other local healthcare partners to ensure consistent 
communication between the military post and the 
community. Samaritan commended Fort Drum officials 
for their proactive COVID-19 precautions, including 
reinstating mandatory masking at the installation, 
implementing the COVID-19 vaccine mandate, and 
providing testing for soldiers and family members.

Community Partners

Samaritan has a long-standing tradition of providing 
financial support to military troops and families 
by partnering with the Fort Drum United Service 
Organizations (USO) and the Fort Drum Family and 
Morale, Welfare and Recreation (FMWR) program. As 
a partner, Samaritan has participated in annual events 
such as the “Baby Palooza” for expectant mothers, the 
Halloween “Trunk or Treat” for young children, and the 
large-scale “Mountainfest” concert event held each year 
on the installation.

2021 was another year of progress for Clifton-Fine Hospital, not only in navigating the COVID pandemic, but also in improving 
patient care, access and satisfaction.

To keep its patients, staff and community safe, the hospital established and maintained a single point of entry with COVID 
screening and adjusted visitation according to state and local infection rates. Clifton-Fine’s COVID Response Team held 12 
vaccination clinics, administering more than 950 doses, and its laboratory staff processed nearly 1,700 COVID tests. Throughout 
the year, the hospital kept up with daily and weekly reports to local and state authorities on COVID testing and PPE supply.

Clifton-Fine improved local access to care with three new outpatient service lines—lung screening, ultrasound imaging and 
outpatient occupational therapy. Through its affiliation with Samaritan Medical Center, it added the shared services of Pharmacy 
and Bio-Medical Equipment Management. And finally, by harnessing telemedicine, Clifton-Fine now offers pain management 
care. For the smallest hospital in New York State, that’s a lot of growth in one year!

All of this growth did not come at the expense of patient satisfaction. On the contrary, Clifton-Fine met all of its inpatient and 
outpatient satisfaction survey goals in 2021. “Overall hospital satisfaction” rates improved from 70 percent to 100 percent; primary 
care overall provider ratings increased from 92 percent to 94.2 percent; Emergency Department “excellent” ratings improved from 
92 percent to 93.6 percent, and “willingness to recommend” scores jumped from 80 percent to 100 percent. Furthermore, Clifton-
Fine significantly increased its average daily inpatient census while decreasing its inpatient fall rates from 6.7 percent to 4.9 
percent — well below the benchmark of 7.2 percent. 

The continued growth and evolution of Clifton-Fine Hospital strengthens the North Country’s ability to provide high-quality, 
patient-centered care to all, even in more remote communities. More big improvements lie ahead for Clifton-Fine, where ground 
will be broken on a new Emergency Department in 2022.

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Samaritan Auxiliary Celebrates 125 Years
In 2021, Samaritan Auxiliary proudly celebrated a milestone 125th anniversary. Founded in 1896, after the House of the Good Samaritan opened in 1881, the Auxiliary 

began as a group of women invited to support the hospital’s Board of Trustees, with Mrs. E.S. Goodale  serving as the first Auxiliary President. In 1899, a new hospital was 
built on Washington Street at a cost of $48,500, and by 1900 the Auxiliary had 213 members and a treasury of $2,485.

Throughout its 125 years, the Auxiliary has consistently dedicated its efforts to serving the needs of The House of the Good Samaritan / Samaritan Health as a major 
contributor of volunteer time and financial resources. Here are just some of the Auxiliary’s highlights and contributions over the course of 125 years:

1900

Purchased Christmas 
dinners for the 25 

patients hospitalized 
over the holidays

The Twigs began as working subdivisions of the 
Auxiliary, initially supplying the hospital with linens,

community members, produced by 
the Auxiliary, raised $25,000 for the 

Cancer Treatment Center and Labor 
Room redecorating. 

The Auxiliary to the House of the Good Samaritan and 
Samaritan Keep Home was incorporated.

The Auxiliary purchased more than $34,000 of equipment, 
and 34,796 hours of volunteer time was provided.

Committed to a $250,000 pledge to the 
Capital Fund Drive for the new Maternity Unit.

“Rock-a-Bye Follies,” a musical performance 
led by a director from New York City, and 

performed by local community members and 
staff at the Dulles State Office Building, raised 

$18,000.

Auxiliary Gift Shop moved to a new location in the 
hospital and, along with the Keep Home gift shop, had 

profits of $50,000.

The four-year ‘’Twig Challenge” was accepted by 12 
active Twig groups to raise $500 each toward the 

Capital Fund Pledge.

Auxiliary provided $10,000 toward renovations to the 
Samaritan Keep Home’s dining room.

Revenue to support the hospital 
was generated by the gift shops; 
baby photo fundraiser; sneaker, 

jewelry, and cookbook sales.

We were saddened by the 
loss of friend and Samaritan 
Society member John Durand 
in December 2021.

•	 The First Niagara Foundation supported Samaritan Keep Home with a remaining 
payment of $50,000 on a $100,000 grant earmarked for the Certified Nursing 
Assistant Training Program.

•	 The Samaritan Medical Center Foundation received a $50,000 grant from the 
Saint Agatha Foundation for its Circle of Hope Program. This program empowers 
uninsured and under-insured breast cancer patients to focus on their treatment 
rather than their bills.

•	 Samaritan was awarded a STOP Violence Against Women grant in January 2021. 
This federal fund, administered through the NYS Division of Criminal Justice 
Services, supplies $50,000 annually for five years to support the development of a 
sexual assault forensic examiner program, community partner engagement, and 
Samaritan’s designation as a NYS SAFE Hospital.

Power of Grants

The Samaritan Foundation uses many techniques to raise funds, relying on donors, community partners and 

businesses while strategically reviewing and applying for grant opportunities.  2021 proved a successful year of grant 

funding, which benefited the entire health system.

Here are some highlights:

•	 The North Country Initiative’s 2021 Promising Practices Fund awarded $74,600 
to Samaritan for intensive outpatient management for congestive heart failure, 
chronic obstructive pulmonary disease and pneumonia patients at high risk of 
hospital readmission.

•	 The Mother Cabrini Health Foundation’s COVID-19 Round III grant allocated 
$27,253.68 to Samaritan for the purchase of personal protective equipment, 
supplies and equipment for vaccine administration, and employee training and 
education programs.

•	 Samaritan was awarded an Office of Mental Health Workforce/Federal 
Block Grant for $40,000, to be used for recruitment and retention incentives, 
educational expenses, and/or career development and training.

•	 The NYS Association for Rural Health granted Samaritan $27,037, which will be 
used to carry out activities consistent with the scope of work outlined in New 
York State’s Rural Health Care Access Development Program.

Samaritan caregivers feel so strongly about the needs of our Cancer Services patients that they raise funds for Circle of Hope grants. Circle of Hope grants are 

awarded on a first-come, first-served basis as determined by our committee.

Children’s Miracle Network of Northern New York at Samaritan was proud to celebrate Natalie 
Gondek as its 2021 Local Champion! Natalie is the daughter of Marci and Matthew Gondek, of 
Clayton. Her role was to serve as ambassador of the Children’s Miracle Network program and 
the face for children in Jefferson, St. Lawrence and Lewis counties. As Champion, Natalie’s story 
was shared throughout the tri-county area in marketing campaigns and at community events, 
when possible.

A few days before her 2nd birthday, Natalie was diagnosed with high-risk B-Cell Acute 
Lymphoblastic Leukemia. After spending an entire month in the hospital, Natalie could not 
walk, lost 20 percent of her body weight, and lost all of her hair before she was discharged to 
go home. At three years old, she experienced intense head and neck pain and was additionally 
diagnosed with a condition called Pseudotumor Cerebri, which increases the production of 
cerebrospinal fluid and causes pressure around her brain. 

Children’s Miracle Network of NNY helps kids like Natalie through the Direct Family 
Assistance Program, which provides reimbursement for travel and medical expenses incurred 
for appointments with specialists and hospitalizations. It also assists with needed specialized 
medical devices and equipment.
